The Blue Seal Program, was established by the Alberta Apprenticeship and Industry Training Board to encourage and recognize the study of business by persons certified in a designated trade or occupation.

1. Regional Business Services

Advanced Education and Technology will work with local organizations on innovation initiatives, ensuring that services for entrepreneurs are available and regions strengthen and diversify their economics.
2. Innovation Voucher

Small Alberta companies developing new technology products and services may qualify for support through a number of approved service providers to access technology development, prototyping, feasibility, market research, business, and intellectual property management services
3. Youth Technopreneurship Program

Local post-secondary institutions and community organizations can partner to organize business plan competitions for youth in their communities.  The program helps communities to build a next generation of entrepreneurs by offering business mentorship, real-world experience, and start-up funding for contest winners.
4. Technology Development Advisors

A new province-wide network of advisors will assist companies by assessing their development needs from technology and business perspectives, providing information on available support and brokering relationships and cooperation between companies and innovation agencies.
