Council for the Advancement of Native Development Officers (CANDO)
CANDO is unique because it is the only national organization that focuses on education and professional development for EDOs working in Aboriginal communities or organizations. Aboriginal controlled, community based and membership driven, CANDO's mission is "Building capacity to strengthen Aboriginal economies."

The Certified Aboriginal Economic Developer Process is the first national program to be designed, developed and administered by an Aboriginal organization. The Certified Aboriginal Economic Developer Process is specifically designed to meet the needs of Economic Development Officers (EDOs) working across Canada. It provides a knowledge base and skill set for all individuals currently working or planning to work in the field of Aboriginal economic development.  
CANDO holds an Annual National Conference & AGM in many different communities across the country.  Our Conferences offers delegates opportunities for networking, to learn EDO tools, resources and research that have been developed. Delegates also have the opportunity to learn about the different Aboriginal peoples across the country who partner with CANDO as the host to these events. 
Additional activities that CANDO provides are an electronic paper, (e) Side News and a News paper called N-Side. Both papers have relevant news, resources and events for Aboriginal Community Economic Development Officers. Another publication that CANDO provides is called the Journal of Aboriginal Economic Development. This journal is the only one of its kind in Canada offering peer reviewed articles on Aboriginal economic development.
