What is Geoexchange?
A geoexchange system transfers heat from (or to) a source (usually the ground or a body of water) to (or from) a building. If the source is the ground, the temperature below a depth of about 3 m. will be quite constant. The system consists of two primary components: a series of connected pipes (called a loop) and a heat pump unit located within the building. A system can be either a closed loop system or an open loop system. In a closed loop system a water/antifreeze solution is circulated in a totally enclosed loop and the heat moves from (or to) the solution through a heat exchange process within the heat pump. An open loop systems uses water from an aquifer, lake or river and discharges it back into the source after heat is transferred from (or to) the water at the heat pump. Electrically driven heat pumps can deliver up to 5  units of thermal energy for each unit of electrical energy input. Gas absorption heat pumps deliver approximately 1.3 units of thermal energy per unit of energy input.
