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TREATY 7 TOURISM
The Treaty 7 Tourism office was developed in late 2007 to assist existing and future businesses in tour​ism.  The Treaty 7 Tourism office is located in the branch office at the above address.
The member nations included in Treaty 7 are:

Tsuu T’ina Nation, at the southwest edge of Calgary

Stoney Nakoda Nations, including the Chiniki, Bearspaw and Wesley Nations, west of Calgary

Siksika Nation, east of Calgary, near Gleichen

Blood Tribe (Kainai), south of Fort MacLeod

and the Piikani Nation, west of Fort MacLeod

In TREATY 7, we have several tourism sites.   We offer accommodations such as Nakoda Lodge, or traditional accommodations in tipis at various locations.   Outdoor activities can include fishing with a First Nation guide on the Bow River, riding, hiking with a guide who will explain the area, relation​ship to the mountains and the land.  There are cultural centres, golf courses, and the new, stunning Blackfoot Crossing Historical Park at the Siksika Nation, which is a world-class tour​ism destination featuring displays about the Blackfoot culture.  Visitors can enjoy tours both inside and outside and has a tipi camp where people can stay overnight.

Treaty 7 has two new casinos that have opened in the past two years; Grey Eagle Casino at the Tsuu T’ina Nation and the Stoney Nakoda Resort and Casino with their new 111 hotel and waterpark, lo​cated at the intersection of the Trans Canada Highway #1 and Highway #40.  There are several arts and crafts outlets and other retail stores throughout Treaty 7.  The Piikani Nation is home to Peigan​craft moccasins, a First Nation owned and operated moccasin factory, on-reserve.

To date, the Tourism office has helped several Treaty 7 members with marketing, research information, contacts, leads and referrals for new customers.  We have hosted a Tourism Workshop with speakers on a variety of topics in tourism, arts and crafts and marketing.  A website has been developed which lists the tourism sites and events at -www.treaty7tourism.org.  The Tourism Coordinator has attended several trade shows to pro​mote Treaty 7 Tourism businesses and has produced a brochure for distribution throughout the province, nationally and internationally.  The Tourism office is a point of contact for tourists as well as acting as the liaison between the tourism industry and Treaty 7 tourism businesses.
