· SOCC will approach the aboriginal community and propose a 5 week training course for community members. Course will be delivered in-community and UFNC will make a commitment to employ the students if UFNC is involved in the course selection process. 
· With the UFNC commitment and the aboriginal community’s support, SOCC with seek and find funding through the involved province’s Human Resources and Development regional office. 

· Selection is complete and the course is delivered with all students having criminal record checks and Alberta Justice security guard licensing completed. 

· New licensed and trained security guards are mobilized to site/s. Each Site Security Manager will pre-screen each new employee and select them for the respective sites based on personality, experience, qualifications and course instructor/s ratings.
