	Deliverable Type
	Required for Evidence of Completion of the Deliverable

	Conducting Elder Interviews
	A list of the completed number of interviews and dates on which they were conducted, and the name of who conducted the interviews. The names of the Elders does not need to be included or can be “blacked” out.


	Community Workshops
	Information on the agenda, location and date of the workshop, the number of people in attendance, and the names of the people presenting. 

	Site Verification or Ground Truthing

	A listing of the completed number of sites verified, with the date visited, and the site GPS coordinates (partial coordinates are adequate). 

	Training Classes
	A summary of the training topics, the location and date of the training class, and the names of the First Nation staff that completed the training class (i.e. GPS training, GIS training, interview training, etc.).

	GIS Mapping
	A submission of a hardcopy (if the First Nation does not have access to a plotter), or digital map (PDF format would be fine) which shows a small subset of TUS data points.  Map should be clear and legible.

	Transcribing and Translating Interviews
	A list of the completed number of interviews which have been transcribed and/or translated which includes the name of the interviewer, and the name of the person transcribing and/or translating the information.


	Work-plan Development
	Provision of the TUS work plan which should include work plan milestones and the date of completion.

	Data Management
	Provision of a spreadsheet from the GIS software program that shows data points and other entered data (i.e. GIS point description, date entered, etc.) related to the TUS data point.  GPS coordinates in the spread sheet can be partially removed or “blacked” out. 

	Sample TUS Data
	A submission of a small subset of the TUS data points which have been collected, transcribed, and site verified.  The TUS data should be provided in the form of GPS coordinates (partial coordinates are adequate) and include a description of the sites (i.e. cabin, grave, ceremonial site etc.).

	Financial Reports
	A detailed financial report accounting for traditional use funding and expenditures to date. Include travel expenses, training costs, equipment fees or rentals, honorariums, wages, etc.  The appropriate Aboriginal Relations financial reporting template should be used.


	Data Sharing Agreement
	A signed Data Sharing Agreement with the Government of Alberta.

	Final Reports or Publications
	Six copies of a final report or publication that is suitable for public distribution.

Final report should provide an overview of the TUS project from start to finish.  The report can highlight project accomplishments and issues.  A map with a map of the traditional use area should also be included.
